We thought it would be useful to start the year with a few useful reminders:

Our school is a ‘Healthy School’ and takes part in the ‘Healthy School Pledge’ eve-
ry year. Children are invited to bring a snack into school, every day, to enjoy dur-
ing their morning break. This snack should be a healthy snack, some options in-
clude fruit/vegetables, crackers, cheese, a small sandwich, cereal bars or bread-
sticks. Crisps, chocolate bars, cakes and sweets are not healthy snacks and are
therefore not allowed to be eaten at breaktimes. If your child is in EYFS or KS1,
they will have fruit provided for them, daily. Roxwell is a nut-free school and nut-
based products (this includes Nutella and peanut butter sandwiches) are not per-
mitted in school.

Ms Tavener cooks fresh, healthy lunches at school every day. These lunches can
be booked via ParentPay from now all the way up until Christmas. Please remem-
ber that lunches must be booked by 8:30am every morning and the kitchen will
only prepare enough food for those booked in. If your child is not booked in for a
school dinner, please ensure they bring a packed lunch with them.

If your child is ever unwell and unable to attend school, please phone the school
office by 9am on their first day of absence. If we do not hear from you, we will
phone you and the child’s second and third contacts also. Remember we will al-
ways administer medication, with your signed approval, if this helps your child to
attend school. Holidays during term time are not allowed and will be considered
an unauthorised absence.

We are very pleased to inform you all that, this year, all children in the school will
be taking part in a brand new Forest School program. The sessions will be held on
a Wednesday afternoon starting on Wednesday 20th September. This term
(September—December) the Year 3/4 class and Year 5/6 class will have their ses-
sions. The sessions will start with Year 3/4 on 20.9.23, Year 5/6 on 27.9.23 and
will continue to alternate until Christmas.

Next week, we have a Homework Forum at 2:30pm with Mrs Tate and ‘Meet the
Teacher’ presentations at 3:15 and 3:45pm on 12th September. Please come
along to meet your child’s teacher for this year.
